Lesson 4 - Bikes

Make Safe Choices when you bike through
a roundabouit.

Key concepts

* Young bikers use the sidewalk to
get to the crosswalk

* Don't ride fast on the sidewalk
there can be elderly citizens, moms
pushing strollers, etc.

* Cross at the crosswalk—walk your
bike -drivers won’t have time to
react if you ride in the crosswalk.
