EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Noth Wastewatefreatment PlantNWWTP) i s one of the Cityds t
currently operated by the Brazos River Authority (BRA). The plant has a permit capacity of 6 Million Gall
Day (MGD), and currently treats approximately half theyGits wast ewater f | ow.
Project includes rehabilitation of the bulk chemical storage area with prefabricated chleciiefde injection
room new containment and storage tanks; demolition of the old chlorine facilities; abandafrtvemionsite
wells; upgrade for the nepotable water system; addition of a mixing unit for the chlorine contact basir
removal, dismantling and disposing of obsolete digester equiparehinstallation of a drainage system for t
digester basinsMost of the items listed are directly related to the age of the facility which was constructed
and issues faced since purchasing the plant from the BRA in 2005. The improved chemical system will he
accidental spills of liquid chlorinend dechlorination chemicals which will improve reliability, operatio
maintenance safety and handling. The grey water and chlorine contact basin improvements will reduce c
equipment, increase overall plant reliability, operations and nm@nte. The digester and -site well
abandonment will eliminate unnecessary and obsolete plant components and better utilize the limited pl

Plant (NWWTP) Improvement Project. The apparent low bidder was WW Payton, Corporation with a total
of $868, 000. Al an Pl ummer and Associates, t he
review and evaluation and ptided a letter of recommendation to the City for WW Payton, Corporation. The
Payton, Corporation has successfully completed several previous projects for the City.

This project is part of FY126 Capital Improvement Program. There is currently $&8baailablein CIP

WW1001. The low bid received was approximately eight percent over the estimated construction budget,
due to the nature of the work, and increases in material and fuel @dgigi. the budget amendment, an additio
$100,0@ will be added to the project buddeim the Utility CIP fund baland® cover thedditionalcontracicost

provide funding for engineering construction phase services and a foenpeonstruction contingency. Th
project was included in Resolutibt0 6 , whi ch st ated the Cityds int
future tax exempt obligations for water and wastewater improvements. The issuance of revenue bonds is
fiscal year 2012 to reimburse these expenditures.

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I1. Standard Contractual Provisions.

A. Definitions.
Contract means this Standard Contract for Civil Engincering Construction Projects, comprised of the:

1. Summary of Contract Terms (Section I),

2. Standard Contractual Provisions (Section II),
3. Contract Documents (listed in Section III), and
4. Signatures (Section IV).

Project means the project identified in Section I above.

Work means all labor, materials, equipment, and services necessary to construct, erect, install, equip and
complete the Project. '

B. Work. The Contractor will complete the Work according to the Contract requirements.

C. Payment. Subject to the terms of the Contract, the City will pay the Contractor the sum(s) as shown in
Section I above plus any additional sums approved by Change Order. All payments to be made by the City to
Contractor, including the time of payment and the payment of interest on overdue amounts, are subject to other
requirements of this Contract and Chapter 2251 of the Texas Government Code.

D. Law Goveming and Venue. Texas law governs this Contract and any lawsuit on this Contract must be filed
in a court that has jurisdiction in Fort Bend County, Texas.

E. Entire Contract. This Contract represents the entire Contract between the City and the Contractor and
supersedes all prior negotiations, representations, or contracts, either written or oral. This Contract may be
amended only by written instrument signed by both parties.

F. Independent Contractor. Contractor will perform the Work under this Contract as an independent
contractor and not as an employee of the City. The City has no right to supervise, direct, or contro the
Contractor or Contractor’s officers or employees in the means, methods, or details of the Work to be performed
by Contractor under this Contract. The Contractor will perform the Work in a workmanlike manner and take
proper care and precautions to insure the safety of Contractor’s officers, employees, and agents.

G. Labor Classification and Minimum Wage Scale. The Contractor must comply with Chapter 2258 of the
Texas Government Code. This statute, among other things, requires all contractors and subcontractors
performing public works contracts for a municipality to:

1. pay the prevailing wage rate as determined by the municipality, a copy of which is attached as
the Labor Classification and Minimum Wage Scale;

2. keep records of the name and occupation of each worker, laborer and mechanic employed by
them to work on the Project and the actual per diem wages paid to each; and

3. forfeit, as a penalty, sixty dollars per day for each laborer, worker, or mechanic who is not
paid the stipulated wage for the type of work performed by him as shown in the attached
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Labor Classification and Minimum Wage Scale. The City is authorized to withhold the
penalty amount from the Contractor’s payment, as provided in the statute.

L. Compliance with Laws. The Contractor will comply with all laws and regulations applicable to its business
operations and the Work. The Contractor represents that it has complied with the federal immigration and
citizenship laws.

J. Severability. The provisions of this Agreement are severable and the invalidity of any part of this Agreement
will not affect the validity of the remainder of this Agreement.

K. Cumulative Remedies. The rights and remedies provided in this Contract, or otherwise under applicable
laws, shall be cumulative and the exercise of any particular right or remedy shall not preclude the exercise
of any other right or remedies in addition to, or as an alternate of, the right or remedy.
